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Know Prevention...Prevent Injury
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Empty bath water immediately
after use. A child can drown in
just a few centimetres of water.
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Always keep razors, scissors,
and hair dryers locked away,
in a safe place.
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Never leave detergents, soaps, shampoo
and cosmetics in reach of
a child. Store them in a safe place,
away from a child’s reach.

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Always check the water temperature
with your elbow or thermometer
before putting your child
in the bath. Temperature should be
below 49 degrees (120 F).
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Make sure slip-resistant mats are
used inside and outside the bath
to avoid slips and falls.
